 Bodegas As Laxas

The President of the Regional Government of Galicia, Manuel Fraga Iribarne, visited Arbo to preside over the opening of new facilities at Bodegas As Laxas and to uncover a commemorative plaque of the event. During the act, he was accompanied by the Regional Minister) for Food, Agriculture and Rural development, Juan Manuel Diz Guedes, and by the Mayor of Arbo, Manuel Rivera.

Escorted at all times by José Simón Ferro, Manager of the wine cellars, Fraga was greeted by a group of bagpipers, followed by a blessing. In his turn to speak, the manager of As Laxas highlighted the “support of grape suppliers even at the most difficult of times, and the loyalty of the men and women who worked in the cellars”. He also said that he hoped “that this was not a goal in itself, but the beginning of something much better to come".

For his part, the Mayor of Arbo, Manuel Rivera, while congratulating the owners for the event, also remembered the people who had started the wine cellar and who had achieved a privileged position in the market.

This was followed by a speech by Manuel Fraga celebrating the fact that Galicia could boast such enterprising and commercially successful wine-producing entrepreneurs. He also mentioned the regulatory councils and their activities on behalf of the standardisation and development of such a complex market. Similarly, Fraga referred to growth undergone in all areas, the peculiarity of As Laxas wines conquering the gourmets of important cities, such as Madrid and Barcelona, national and international awards of considerable importance and penetration into the complicated US market.

This opening signals the end of a period of hard work at Bodegas As Laxas, and heavy investment has placed the company’s wines in an excellent position to embark on more aggressive commercial activities in domestic markets and abroad.
