The directors of Bodegas As Laxas, registered under the Denomination of Origin Rias Baixas, have signed an agreement with representatives of an important distribution firm to export Albariño wines “Laxas” and “Bagoa do Miño” to Moscow. This is an interesting, but little explored market, which is generating considerable expectation. 


In any case, this new action is another step in Bodegas As Laxas policy for international expansion, after opening up markets in Brazil and consolidating traditional dealings with Europe and the United States. 


The Commercial Director of Bodegas As Laxas, Anselmo Rodríguez, commented, “we are ready to move into these new markets, since we know that we are offering a quality product, endorsed by several awards such as the “Baco de Plata” and the “Zarcillo de Bronce””. Generally speaking, the quality policy established within the firm has followed a twofold strategy: consolidation of regular clients and expansion into international markets, where Galician wines are gaining ground.

Continuing with this line of action, Bodegas As Laxas will be participating this year in the PROWEIN Fair, in Düsseldorf, Germany, with its own stand. And it will also be present at Alimentaria, in Barcelona, in a joint participation with other wines under the Denomination of Origin Rias Baixas.
