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Bodega “As Laxas” in Arbo awarded first prize at the Albariño Festival in Cambados

The most prestigious award granted to Albariño wines is carried off this year by Bodegas As Laxas, a reference for the Denomination of Origin Rias Baixas, 100% Albariño

The Gold Medal for the best wine from cellars with the Denomination of Origin Rias Baixas 2003 was awarded to Albariño “Laxas” from Bodegas As Laxas, in Arbo. It was chosen from among 50 wines for the Gold Medal in this competition which is one of the most important on a national and international scale. 

This is the fourth prize that has fallen to Albariño “Laxas”. It has already received the “Baco de Plata” at the 17th Young Wines Competition awarded by the Spanish Union of Wine Tasters; the “Zarcillo de Bronce” awarded by the Regional Ministry for Agriculture and Livestock of Castilla-León; “Gran Menzione” at the Concorso Enologico Internazionale de Verona, Italy; and it has been catalogued as a “Delicious Wine” at this year’s Condado Wine Festival.
